Monday 31st May 2010 After checking out of the hotel we make or way home either via Perth and the Falkirk Wheel, this enormous boat lift has received great acclaim for its design and has become one of Scotland’s most popular attractions.  There will be some free time for lunch. We then make or way back to St Helens and should be back by 800pm.





Sunday 30th May 2010 After Breakfast we  head to Haddo House (NTS). Originally designed by William Adam in 1732 and refurbished in 1880, the house combines crisp Georgian architecture with sumptuous late Victorian interiors. Throughout the house and grounds, family portraits, monuments and memorabilia build up a fascinating history of the Gordon family over the centuries. The superb collection of paintings includes works by Pompeo Batoni, William Mosman, Sir Thomas Lawrence and James Giles. In the afternoon we will have some free time in Aberdeen.  The “Granite City” has undergone many changes during its history. At the beginning of the last century Herrings were the main source of economy to the city but Oil is King now and Aberdeen has thrived from the association with the off shore platforms in the North Sea. 





Saturday 29th May 2010 This morning we drive into the Cairngorm National Park and to Kildrummy Castle Gardens which were created in the ancient quarry below the medieval Castle, the ruin of which provides a wonderful backdrop. Later we drive to Crathes Castle (NTS). One of the most beautiful and best preserved castles in Scotland occupied by the Burnetts of Leys for over 350 years and set against a magnificent garden with its world-renowned June border.








Friday 28th May 2010 This morning we depart after breakfast for a tour of the Dee Valley. Queen Victoria and Prince Albert particularly like the area as it was in a remote region of the Highlands, not too overwhelmed by the dreaded Midges and accessible by Train from London. Balmoral Castle was built under the close observation of Prince Albert and is still used by the Royal Family on a regular basis. We shall visit the Castle, some of the state rooms and grounds are open to the public. We shall also stop at Crathie Church where the Royal family worships during their time in Balmoral. We also spend some time in Braemar.





Thursday 27th May 2010 Depart from several pick up points around Lancaster and Carnforth at approximately 8.00am and drive north over the Scottish border. We shall make several comfort stops en-route., one of which will be Branklyn Gardens (NTS) located just outside Perth. This attractive garden was developed by John and Dorothy Renton with the help of seed collections from plant hunters such as Forrest, Ludlow and Sherriff. Gardeners and botanists from all over the world come to see the outstanding plants - rhododendrons, alpines, herbaceous and peat-garden plants. From here we continue on to our accommodation the 4* Hilton Tree Tops Hotel located just outside Aberdeen where we shall stay for 4 nights on a Dinner, Bed and Breakfast basis. The hotel is very comfortable and has a leisure complex.
